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Last chance to invest in European higher education and research

European Science seems to be doing well, in October 2020. While its rapid reaction in the Corona
crisis showed its fundamental importance for the functioning and survival of our societies, the
Nobel Prizes awarded to several European scientists confirmed its past performance and
international reputation. Thus, can European scholars sit back and relax? The opposite is the case:
the scientific community in Europe is facing a whole decade of misguided European austerity in
science and higher education that will endanger the future of research and innovation, which will
have a long-lasting impact on the continent.

In the negotiations between the European Parliament, Council and EU Commission on the next
multiannual financial framework of the European Union, the future of European research and
higher education is at stake. What may sound technical at first will have concrete, long-term and
perhaps painful consequences for our societies. We are not talking about the next few months or
next year. The decisions bound to be taken will bind us for the very long period up to 2028 and -
indirectly — the period after that.
